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Report for CLET 2013-2014

We recently received an update from missionaries Tim and Beth Heiney
regarding our support to the Lutheran Center for Theological Studies (CLET).
It is the Lutheran seminary to prepare pastors for the French-speaking areas of
Africa. Beth is the project coordinator for Africa.

Students of the CLET must complete three levels of study before returning
home and starting their vicarage: Novitiate, Pastoral 1 and Pastoral 2. Each
year two levels are offered. This year they are the Pastoral 1 and 2 classes.

Students enrolled this year in the Pastoral 1 class include five from Togo
(Lamboni Damegbene, Kombate Moidaguide, Kombate Toarbone,
Komgonlingue Nassara, Kolan Babe, and Djekoab Yantchanean); Tade Kpangon Edmund from Cote d’Ivoire; and
Korogo Amdou from Burkina Faso. Enrollees in Pastoral 2 are Glon Guehi Anatol and Soho Ghote Hubert from
Cote d’Ivoire; Douti Tibambe, Lare Damedjin, and Kolani Doguibe from Togo.

The Heineys were able to attend opening services at the CLET campus at the beginning of the school year. During
this service Rev. Desiré Tadé was installed as one of the professors. “Rev. Tadé is from the Ivory Coast (Cote
d’Ivoire). His family has struggled in the past years through the war in their area and has had to evacuate several
times. This will be a good chance for them to settle into helping with the seminary in a more stable country, at least
for this time.

Another exciting thing happening at the school is the
organization of the women. Recently a large donation was
given to the ladies for their ‘projects’ and they are working on
how best to use this to achieve their goals in becoming good
pastors’ wives!

We are also happy to announce the ordination of four men from
Guinea, former students of the CLET. It is at times like this we
are most thankful for the training that they have been blessed to
receive, and we know that they also appreciate this gift. And the
work goes on...”

Funding for the CLET is determined per student. Costs vary
according to where they are coming from and how large their
families are. A lump sum is given directly to the CLET for
operating costs: utilities, salaries, guards, and grounds upkeep.
Students are given a small stipend each month since they have
to rent living quarters and feed themselves and their families.

VICARS IN SRI LANKA

There are seven vicars engaged in full time ministry at
present. Vicar Gnanadas, who was serving at Nanu Oya, a
small town a few kilometers from Nuwara Eliya, resigned
at the end of September to join Lanka Hope Media
(Lutheran Hour Ministries).

The rest of the vicars are serving in different parts of tea
plantations located within 50 km from the Nuwara Eliya
Town (Hill Country), under the guidance of three pastors,
President Nadaraja, Pastor Devanesan and Pastor
Avrulselvan. The vicars are paid US $105 per month as a
stipend. Nanu Oya is the only place which has a mission
building for worship. In other places people gather and
worship in houses. Need for a permanent building for
worship is the main prayer concern of the vicars.

Recent Mission Trip by Georgian Evangelists to Turkey

In mid-October,
the JILM-
supported group of
Georgian
Lutherans traveled
to Istanbul,
Turkey at the
request of a former ,
parishioner. She .
has been working b
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in Turkey for a
while as many Georgians do since there are greater
economic opportunities there. This former
parishioner shares a rather large apartment in
Istanbul with 15 other women of Georgian ethnicity.
These women consider themselves Orthodox
Christians, but the former parishioner felt it urgent
that our people make a visit there.

Why? Upon arrival and introductions, it was
apparent that these women had undergone quite a
change while in Turkey. Some had lived in Turkey
for over ten years, others for less. But what seemed
clear as the conversations began: these women were
no longer what we would call traditional Christians.
Instead, they had adopted a strange hybrid of Islam
and Christianity. For example, they weren’t sure that
Jesus was God and thought Mohammed was also a
holy man who led people to God. In sum, they
believe that Muslims are saved through
Mohammed, Christians through Christ.

They were very wary of having their picture
taken, sensing that we were using this just for
publicity. (Naturally, we try to take pictures
wherever we serve to give you at JILM a better
sense of the evangelistic work). Our evangelist
Zvaidi said that living in an Islamic culture
without the benefit of a regular Christian
witness has harmed their faith, which most
likely was not an informed biblical Christian
faith to begin with, but rather a cultural
Orthodoxy that we see quite often in countries
like Georgia and Russia.

Still, there were some young men who attended and
showed an interest in our presentation of
Christianity. One promised to read the Bible and ask
more questions when our evangelists return to
Turkey. In addition, another former parishioner has
asked for church services for about ten people or so
in the Georgian language. We will explore this
option especially with the existing Lutheran Church
in Istanbul run by a Finnish Lutheran Mission group.
As regular visits from Georgia would be difficult (it
took our people 28 hours to travel by bus), a few
visits and services in Georgian may open up the
chance for the local Lutheran church to feed them
spiritually in the future as the Georgians also
understand Turkish.

Many thanks to JILM for its continued support and
prayers for the vital work going on in the country of
Georgia and other Islamic regions.
